4th Grade Positive Behavioral Intervention and Supports
In order to provide my students with the excellent education climate they deserve, we have developed the following behavior modification plan that is effective at all times.

Student Expectations:

	RESPECT
	Speak kindly with positive language and tone
	Actively listen and raise your hand to share
	Keep hands, feet, and objects to yourself
	Keep your work area clean

	RESPONSIBILITY
	Be prepared and stay on task
	Share and do work equally in a group
	Complete and turn in all assignments on time
	Handle materials and building with care

	INTEGRITY
	Be honest and trustworthy
	Treat others the way you want to be treated
	Always do your best
	Be a positive role model


Our classroom will consist of 3 positive behavior systems this year. The behavior color chart and ClassDojo are school wide systems, which will reinforce individual student behavior, and the marble system, which will reinforce our classroom family, encourage positive group interaction, and make our classroom an exciting place to be. 

Behavior Plan: Color Chart
Each student will have a magnet with his or her class number on it. Each magnet will be placed next to “ready to learn” at the beginning of each day. Students who are completing assignments and following the behavior modifications above will move up the color chart. Students who are not completing assignments and are not following the behavior plan will move down the chart. 
It is in your child’s best interest that we work together with regard to his or her education. I will thus keep you informed about your child’s progress in my classroom. 
Behavior Plan: ClassDojo

Each student will be given a Dojo monster.  You will be able to receive real-time updates on your child’s behavior as well as any class updates/photos.  More on ClassDojo will come in the following weeks.
Behavior Plan: Marbles

Each student will be seated in a group throughout the classroom. As specific students or the group as a whole follow directions, respect others in their group, complete their assignments, etc. they will receive marbles for their group. At the end of each day, marble points will be calculated and added to the marble points section of the white board. The group with the most marble points every other Friday will be allowed to each lunch in the classroom, watch an educational movie, and simply enjoy hanging out with their peers!

I have discussed this plan with the class, but would appreciate it if you would review it with them as well. 
4th Grade Homework Policy

1. Why is homework assigned?

Homework is assigned as a purposeful reinforcement of what has been introduced in the classroom. Homework prepares students for upcoming lessons, teaches responsibility, and helps students develop positive study habits.
2. What are the students’ homework responsibilities?

Students are expected to do their very best on their homework each night. It is to be presented in a neat, orderly, and timely manner. Students are to complete the assignments ON THEIR OWN and only ask for help after they have given it their BEST EFFORT!
3. What are the parents’ responsibilities?

Parents are the key to making homework a positive experience; therefore, I ask that it be made a top priority. You can do this by providing necessary supplies, setting a daily homework time, providing a quiet work environment, and providing praise and support. Also, it is the parent’s responsibility to sign their child’s agenda each night. ***By signing your child’s agenda, you are letting the teacher know that you have reviewed your child’s homework for completion. If your child did not complete their homework, please write a note in their agenda explaining why. 

4. What is the teachers’ responsibility?

All homework will be checked, reviewed, and often graded. I strongly believe in the value of positive support and will recognize the students with praise and other incentives when they do their homework. Homework will count as part of the student’s grade. Not simply for correctness, but for effort. Any missing homework will be communicated in their agenda.

5. What if homework is not completed?

If a student chooses not to complete homework and the problem persists, I will request a parent/ teacher conference. During the conference we will construct a homework plan. 
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
